We shall continue taking the Toy Library to the Anglican churches and outreaches in Remansito, San Juan and San Lorenzo, plus the group called Global Infancy, until July. 6. FEISA Staff

Our Academic Secretary, Counsellor and Intercessor, Rut Maidana, is in good health though she needs to take some daily medicine to control her heart rhythm.

Tadeo, our Receptionist and Toy Library driver, who had the motor accident 2 months ago, is still off work, & unfortunately, the leg bone hasn’t begun to knit. He’s therefore undergoing a special treatment which involves magnesium injections to help with this knitting process.  Only when the bone has knit together, will he be able to begin to start a physiotherapy course.  Please join us in praying he may soon be able to walk again and that he doesn’t become depressed.  On the other hand, once he does start his physiotherapy course, he will need to travel to the clinic, and last week he had a mechanical problem with his car.  Unfortunately, he can’t afford to have the car repaired as most of his salary is going on his recuperation.
