Blas and Liliana almost always come to our Bible study in our home on Mondays. So do Ester who works in our house and Gendarme Alberto and students Juan Aylan from Juarez and Nadia. Please pray for them and others who are not so regular, including Ana María, Alec and Ivon, Marcos, Lucía and Facu. At present we are studying Hebrews chapter 11. 
Juan Aylan recently came back from Juarez to continue studying computers and to look for a job mending motor bikes, to improve the skills he learnt in a course earlier this year and also to earn his living while studying computers. He also came back to prepare for ministry by studying the Bible with me and any one else who might teach him. He feels a bit rejected by the church in Salta as in Juarez he is fully occupied in ministry but not here. He admits that this made him act a bit immaturely by not being constant in meetings as he has been in Juarez for a long time. Apart from Sunday services and studying the Bible with me, I think he will now concentrate on music where he has a special gift and also on going to the new thriving men’s meetings. Bishop Greg was recently in Salta. While he was here he spoke at the men’s meetings. Please pray for these meetings and Juan’s part in them. Please pray for him in his many activities and for me trying to help him with the Bible. Please also pray for Bishop Greg who will now no longer be our Arch Bishop. So he will no doubt be able to concentrate more on his 2 dioceses which cover the whole of Argentina. This will include training new ministers.

Vicar Narciso came from Juarez to Salta because of pulling a muscle in his hip. He also has a cyst in his leg which needs to be taken out in an operation. He was here for nearly 2 weeks and so when treatment allowed I gave him 3 Bible studies a day to help him in his ministry, going through much of 1 Peter. We also discussed many things about his ministry mainly in Juarez. Please pray for Narciso, his health and especially his ministry. Besides caring for the Juarez congregation with Vicar Juan, Narciso goes each week to preach and lead the Holy Communion Service in Chiriguanos. He also proclaims the Gospel on the local radio and helps young people in the church to do the same. Pray that he and Juan may love each other and so be able to work together for God’s Glory and the salvation of many in the Juarez area. While Narciso was here we spoke of the need of this. Before he only aimed to get on with Juan. Finally he agreed to try to love and honour Juan as his fellow pastor. Please pray that the may both do this. They are very different from each other. Narciso is the modern one who uses the computer the project bought him in his ministry, including for radio programmes. Juan is the old fashioned one representing another group of the society there. He finds it difficult to preach for only 25 minutes as Narciso wants him to. But Juan is far more out going and finds it easier to make friends and is extremely generous and caring to those in need. Juan is married to Sergia with 7 children while Narciso is single. Juan is just a few months older than Narciso. Please pray for them. If they loved each other one could see the modern and old fashioned part of society coming together at least within the church
