The end of this academic year has come very quickly!  Forgive me for not sending this report sooner but we’ve had a great deal of work to do finalising everything.  I’d like to send you a brief summary of the year’s activities so that we can rejoice together for all the good things God has done for us.

Once more God has surprised us as we enrolled 34 new First Year students, of whom 28 have completed the year.  We had 22 students In the Second Year and 15 Third year graduates from the Diploma course.

We’re very grateful for the donations we received which enabled us to offer 9 half scholarships (1 to a First year student, 5 to Second Year students and 3 to Third Year students) plus special donations for 2 Second Year students, which enabled them to complete their year’s studies.

This year, we’ve had 12 Fourth Year students in the Degree course. As part of their professional training, they ran workshops for parents in different educational institutions. Praise God, there’s a lot of interest in our present Third Years to continue in the Degree course in 2013. Another very good piece of news is that 5 more students gave an oral defence of their theses this year.
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Toy Library: providing play opportunities for disadvantaged children
This year, we’ve had a new team responsible for the Toy Library, led by Maria Liz, as our previous leader, Noemi, has become Coordinator of Teaching Practices.

We’ve taken the toys to many places: some linked to a charitable foundation called “Embrace”, that works with street children; to orphanages, Children’s Homes, charitable foundations working with children from very deprived backgrounds, State schools, Christian schools and churches.

We are especially grateful to St. Peter’s Church, Oundle, whose donations support this ministry. 

Next year, we’re going to have a different focus with the Toy Library because we want to involve our students more, by increasing their contact with the most needy children in our country.
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End of Year Activities
The First Year students enjoyed workshops in Paraguayan Dance and how to run Puppet Shows.  The Second Years had workshops in how to provide an education for children with different levels of ability and disability and also in Choreography for infants.  For the Third Years, there were workshops in Drama and Physical Education.  All the students had an opportunity to show what they had learnt through these workshops in their Grand Finale concert.
Our final Thanksgiving Service with our Third Year students was very moving, and it was followed immediately by the Graduation Ceremony for all graduates of 2011 and 2012.
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Finances
Once more we have seen God’s faithfulness towards FEISA, as we were able to fully cover our budget.  Students’ fees covered 77% of the budget and the remaining 23% was met through donations (£15, 300).  May I offer a very warm THANK YOU to everyone who participated in God’s work here in Paraguay through their prayers and their giving!

After 12 years of constant use, there are various improvements we need to make to our building and installations, if we are to continue offering our students an excellent ambience, not only for their academic training but also in the way of physical space and resources.

Our computers have reached the end of their useful life and we need to replace them.  We need, too, to improve the large classroom we use for Art work, so that we can also use it to offer different courses and workshops, and to that end, we’ll have to buy more chairs.

Here in Paraguay, the temperature can rise to over 40 degrees and it can feel stifling which, as you can imagine, makes it difficult for the students to give their full attention in class!  We therefore need to buy 2 new airconditioners,

and we also need to buy a clock to record staff attendance.

I’m sending you the details of our needs with their costs, and I would ask you to pray that God will supply all the necessary money.  This is a very big challenge we are facing, as it is in addition to our regular budgetary needs.  We also have the challenge that work to the classrooms such as installing airconditioners, replacing windows and painting the rooms is ideally done during the holidays, before the new academic year starts in March.
