Dear friends of Julio and Norma Montoya,
Greetings in the name of Jesus from the Montoya family and ourselves. Evelyn and I visited the Montoya family 5-19 September 2012 and refreshed our vision of their work. In this work with the ‘poorest of the poor’ the nursery Child Day Care Centre and Primary School at Holy Trinity were outstanding. Isabel Montoya, Director of the Schools at Holy Trinity, Pamplona Alta and now also at Christ the Redeemer, 27 de Julio, has composed this portrait for you.  Love, Gerry and Evelyn Angel.
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A report from Holy Trinity and Christ the Redeemer schools (part 1)
The address of Holy Trinity is f2,  Lote 11,  Miguel Grau Sector,  (in the district of) San Juan de Miraflores,  Lima,  Perú.

Our work is done with respect/sensitivity, dedication and much love. It is teaching Christian values and truths to our children and their families.   

Once a month we run a workshop for all the parents.  And we hold a meeting in the church for the families.  Jointly (with the church personnel) we make pastoral visits to the homes where there is any kind of need, be it spiritual or economic.

Our children’s overall development (education, nutrition and clothing) is our care and concern. Individual teachers have a specialist professional qualification in initial and primary education; there are volunteer teaching assistants.  Our vision is to inculcate in the children firm formation, a solid foundation which is intellectual, physical, spiritual and social, following the advice which appears in the Bible in  Luke 2:52, ‘And Jesus grew in wisdom and stature, and in favour with God and man’ (NIV). They are being formed in this way, pupils whose ability can be directed by firm and unchanging principles like love for neighbours expressed in living for others, in service, in friendliness, Christian courtesy and respect for people, together with suitable intellectual preparation which prepares them for future challenges and makes them contribute to our society. Our education centre is based on relating in a kind, simple and welcoming way, on an understanding which promotes living as one and a family spirit, in an active and friendly togetherness, where upbringing lives openly and together, hand in hand with the process of education. This promotes hope for the future, happiness, a readiness to serve and confidence.
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The teaching staff  celebrate with the Vicar, Julio Montoya!
We hold workshops in dance, English, singing and football 
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2 & 3 yr olds dance for their adoring parents in the clothing and style of Arequipa
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Four year olds dance in the clothes and style of Catamarca in the mountains
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Sixth grade dance in the clothes and style of Lima
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We run a programme for keeping together pupils with all kinds of condition. This we call “Together if We Can”. It is designed to help children with special needs and maintains our ideal of inclusive education. We have 7 pupils this year with problems in language, behaviour, and maintaining boundaries.  They are distributed like this: Initial classes/pre-school: 1 in 2 yr olds class, 2 in 4 yr olds, 1 in 5 yr olds; Primary School classes: 2 in Grade 2, 1 in Grade 4, 1 in Grade 6.

Let me introduce Alvaro, aged 2

Alvaro is autistic. He lives with his father, mother and eight-year-old sister, who is in the Third Grade in the Primary School. They do not get enough to pay fees [elsewhere – Gerry], with the result that when the child entered Holy Trinity School recently, in March, we were able to detect his illness and take him to a specialist for diagnosis. In fact the child has moderate autism according to the doctor and the tests which the child was given. We adapt our programme of education to enable the child to improve and to help him towards his overall development. His parents spend money each week on his treatments. Alvaro is getting better and advancing in his development. 
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We continue the work which the Lord has given us, looking onwards solely to Him.

Thank you friends for helping us to help the children and the families.
