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Julio and the Palm Sunday street witness at Holy Trinity, Pamplona Alta, Lima
Grace and peace through our Lord Jesus Christ! Many greetings to our brothers and sisters in Christ from faraway Peru to England and Wales, ever-present in my prayers.

The family all are in good health. Kevin [daughter Erika’s son and Julio & Norma’s eldest grandchild] is now in his 2nd year in the University. He continues in the path of God, playing the drums every Sunday. Erika continues working in the church with the old ladies and children in what is welfare work. Lukas continues with his treatment. He is now 1.55 m high [14 yrs old, suffering from neurofibromatosis]. He is growing and eats better, thanks to your kindness in buying his special milk. In his school he has some difficulty but his psychologist helps him. Now he is a teenager, let us pray that he grows up fearing God.

Norma still preaches the Word of the Lord in the missions. Let us pray that God continues to give her strength. Julio [our son] sticks at transporting school children and Isabel works very hard in the school.

Our priority in Holy Trinity Church this year is welfare work. We work with people at their third stage in life or with the aged, helped by Erika the Social Assistant. We have been able to meet women from 87 to 91 years who have no certificate of birth, no identification. As a church we help these people gain their identity document. We work together with institutions from the State, so that they can take steps to set in motion the relevant procedures.   

Within the work in Holy Trinity we are working with people who suffer from tuberculosis and HIV Aids. We go to their homes. We pray for them that they come out from depression and we attend to obtaining their medicines. The State does not provide for them 100%, totally. 

Again, in evangelism we go on working in conjunction with Holy Trinity school, involving the parents who help with their Sunday services. We work with the young people presenting the Gospel of Christ, revitalising them so that they can reflect on their face that God loves them.

Yesterday [3 June] we  were with the odontologist, and he very kindly offered himself to bring about a preventative oral inspection to see which people there have tooth decay cavities. 
In the missión of the valley of 2000, Saint Gabriel’s, we continue to lift up the Word of God despite their straightened circumstances. They live in shacks without electric light and tap water. We are hoping that with the appointment of a new President of the Republic the Government might give these people an opportunity to find work and provide a dignified life for their well-being and that of their children.
