I am pleased to report that we are working still in the St Paul’s Mission, Las Rocas, Valle 2000 and Holy Trinity, bringing the Gospel to everyone. We continue to help children in extreme poverty, some of them orphans, some of them sick. Erika as a social assistant takes them to the doctor. She obtains medicines. For the needy who do not have anything to eat, we pay a community soup kitchen and so they can have lunch each day. We meet together on Fridays for a prayer cell. On Fridays we adore and give glory to God. We see each needy case. We decide to help it. We go to their home and WE PRAY FOR THEM.

As always the whole family is involved in the work of God. Erika and my grandchildren - Kevin with the young people, Lucas as well - preach the message of God that there is hope for many without distinction of race, without distinction of culture, for all equally. The grace of God is over them today and always.

Hello brothers and sisters. Greetings in the name of our beloved Lord! Greetings to all!

Anderson and I continue to work with our focus on the young people and the families of our community. At present we support and work with the adolescents. And God spoke to me and touched my heart in a very special way: to focus ourselves more on the work with the little children, for the need that they have of support and affection. I have 2 prayer cells in the house of two adolescents. The little children have a lot of problems. They have been abandoned or are orphaned and they have basic needs. Some give up studying. Anderson and I visit their homes once a week to learn more about their families. Through Compassion International we help them study. But we have a group of 20 adolescents who do not belong to the Compassion programme and it is these that we need to support, to help them study and to cover their basic needs. For my part I would love that they study, to be able to help them and above all that they may know the love of God through us. Always they have something new to tell me; some are on drugs and in gangs and our Anglican church often is not disposed to let them in. But Jesus loves them and we ought to save them and help them to look in a different, fresh direction. Erika helps us a lot. It is not easy. At times there is nothing for them to eat. Only on the days when we have the Compassion Project (Thursdays and Fridays) they come and are part of the group; then they have breakfast and do bible study.  Please help me to be able to help them, so that they can study, because some are unable to go to public (State) schools because already they have passed the age and they need to study in ‘alternative schools’ two or three times a week, but this costs 90 soles a month. The current cold weather means that the little children are ill a lot from flu and coughs.

We have held a camp for our church Christ the Redeemer, and Compassion helped us with the costs of hospitality. We sell chicken pasties and do other things to pay for transport. You know already that we are unable to get anything from the church funds because we send it all to the Diocesan quota for stipends. The camp brought much blessing to those who were there. The Lord directed it all. We do not give up [believing] that the guidance of the Holy Spirit is not lost on anything. There were very beautiful moments with the little children. To listen to their testimonies was so emotionally moving, given so much suffering at such an early age. It would often knock me down. Erika, Raul and Kevin help us a lot. Anderson and I spent a day beforehand to prepare by fasting and praying.

At the camp they phoned me that the diocese will no longer help us to cover the cost of personnel which each month has a shortfall. 3.000 soles [£750] are short each month from covering the costs. 12,300 soles [£3,094] is what we jointly need between Holy Trinity and Christ the Redeemer Child Day Care Centres and School for us to be able to pay the teachers and my wage as director. I have to find a way of covering the 3,000 soles. We do not have same sources of help as others have in the diocese. I have nowhere to search except friends like yourselves and God who goes before us.

We have not completed the classrooms of the school because the diocese does not have funds for this. Some others have a lot of funding for their projects, but in our case it is not there and we work much more to increase our incoming resources. But God sees all this that we are doing and we are asking that you help us to help others. Even so, when we give them hardly anything our little children stay with us and they hear the Word of God.  We treat them with much love. 

Anderson has received news from the doctor that now he has a lot of sugar in his blood, diabetes. This wounds us and weakens us on the outside, but the Lord promises that he will never abandon us, in the middle of everything. We go on doing the work with the strength of the Lord.
My heart was very sad and for a time I could not write you a letter. When I began to write I would end up weeping, because I write to you with my heart as I tell you what we are doing before God. Sadly we have not given much milk in the winter because the funds you donated were taken up to cover the costs of constructing the new classrooms.

I plead for your prayers, dear friends. May God show us the way. I am sending another letter later with photos and testimonies. Thank you for listening to me and reading my letter. Blessings on you.  Greetings from the family .Ivana has to lose weight for her health. Jacob plays chess with competence. Anderson is managing diabetes and I am embracing the Lord to continue going forward.

Hello dear friends!  After we shared our heart with you about the situation here in Peru, about our ministry with the church, this last week we had a lot of activities in Christ Redeemer. We had our 26th anniversary; we were visiting our people to share good news to those who need to feel the love of God. I have to tell you that we are finding more fragile and sensitive situations. We are following up our young people from our youth group. There is a lot of work to do with them. They want to change, they want to study. Some of them dropped school but we are encouraging them to finish school and to find the way to become someone in life and many things more. Because we are taking life to places around that are dead, we are having strong battles. The enemy knows how to damage our heart, my children, my family, and I need to share this bad news with someone that really loves us. 

 Something bad has just happened in my house. We were spending a whole day at the church, visiting. After we had finished our activities at the church last Friday night at Christ the Redeemer some robbers had got into our house and stolen our things. What a moment! My children were so scared and sad, Isabel got into shock and we called the family to keep us calm. It was like a movie. Our clothing was around all over the house on the floor. The doors were broken, etc.  We lost almost everything, including those presents from Evelyn that Isabel got from her last time. But the worst part of it was to see my children crying, my wife was so nervous, and myself tried to be strong in front of them, but to tell you the truth I was inside of me so destroyed, asking my Lord why, why, why, why? You know what, brothers and sisters, last Sunday at the services the Lord responded to my heart: it was precious to feel the presence of my Lord in a special moment and at the right time.  Praise The Lord, He is with me and He will be my helper and my provider, He is all I need, and I have Him, I have it all, thanks be to God that we are safe and alive. Glory to God!
Well, brothers and sisters, thank you for listening, please pray for us. I have not told everybody about this, just a few special persons only; you are special for us, we love you, hugs and kisses.
