May 4th 

Mags takes a group of Year10 pupils to the Chaco to dig, build and paint. Please pray for safety and also for good weather to be able to go.

May 10th 

School Bicentenary service in the cathedral with Bishop Andres preaching, the Indigenous pastors taking part and Bishop Peter leading. Please pray that this will be a blessing to many and to the nation.

This will be followed by a ceremony to bury a type of time capsule in a monolith in the church grounds. The pupils are writing their Dreams for their Country to go into this along with other things. The idea is for it to be opened in 25yrs time.

During the week there will be different shows and presentations for the Bicentenary.

May 19th
Gwen’s class and the younger class do their show for their parents. It’s all about Paraguay and includes Paraguayan dances .

May is also exam time for the primary (1st to 9th grades ) but they haven’t had time to do enough work with all the celebrations. Pray for the right exams for them.
Dengue seems to have reached a peak but continues to affect many people. It is very debilitating and the kids who have had it have taken a long time to recover. We hope to start visiting Surubii (our Sports ground) again this week. There has been a lot of rain recently which could mean that we still can’t go. The wet weather doesn’t help with the mosquitoes which transmit dengue. They have been fumigating the streets trying to kill off the mosquitoes. The spray is so strong that it causes allergic reactions as well.
On Monday we came home from school to find that Munchie had been sick and was having a bad reaction to the fumigation in the street. Fortunately we recognized the signs and injected her quickly with cortisone and atropine. She was recovering by the time the vet arrived. The vet came to see Spot. He suddenly became very ill on the Thursday of Holy Week. We hoped it was just a reaction to the chemo which had been working well and had completely reduced the tumours in his neck. The vet hoped he would pull through but he got weaker and he died in his sleep on the Tuesday. It turned out he was riddled with cancer and the vet was amazed he’d got so far without a problem. Even so, we were very upset and it was a real blow to us.

Please pray for our day to day work in school and that the gospel will touch the lives of many. Pray for the staff too as many have had a difficult time recently for one reason  or another.
